List of available indexes.  

To see the publications 

associated with each in-

dex click the arrow to 

the left of the check box 

next to the index name.   

Search pane.  Type the 

word or words to search 

for in the text field and 

click the Search button.  

The search results (if any) 

will display below the 

word “Title”.  Each search 

during a session will re-

main on the drop down 

list enabling you to select 

the search again and re-

turn to those results.   

Display pane.  When you first start the applica-

tion the links for the Manual display by default  

When you click a link in the search pane the 

associated document will appear in the display 

pane.

Click this icon to toggle between the built in browser and the search display 

view with highlighting and navigation. 



In the navigation mode click the Up and Down arrows to go directly to the search instances 

within the selected document (if there are more than one instance) 



To change the search results on the fly you can uncheck any of the headings “studies”, “supplemental” or “towers” to remove all of 

those publications from the search results.  To get down to individual publications click the triangle next to one of the headings to ex-

pand and then uncheck any of those publications you want to remove from the search results.
